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The ideal place to start or finish

your journey is Not Pump Station,
Mundaring Weir.

No I was built to house equipment to
pump water on its uphill journey and
one of its three steam engines retains

pride of place.

Now where "C" engine once stood
is a very different machine, a story
telling machine that reveals political
shenanigans, allegations of corruption
and the tragic suicide of the engincer

in charge.

Its display of historic photographs and vivid cycwitness
accounts brings conditions in the parched goldfields to
lifc. Visitors gain fascinating insights into the lifesaving
Goldfields Water
Supply Scheme that
was criticised in
1896 as “a scheme
of madness” and an
appreciation of its
enormity in terms of

costs and logistics.
